F i t h  the aoceasion of James 21 i n  1685 Waterford Corporation, i n  common 
with most similar bodies, sent aa address of loyal-ty t o  t h e i r  new King. It 
w a s  signed by the Mayor, M r .  Head; by t he  Recordm,Mr, Boltan; by Aldemen 
CAriatmas, flust, Seaager, Cooper, Dennis, Seay, Clayton, Mabanke, Goodricke, 
A'Lmd, Iv ie  Stoae; wd by C ~ i l l o r s  B&ett,M~~afriott,  Eyres, Hitchin, 
Taylor, HopUlas, Paulkes, SnL-&,Jones, Snow, Moore, W r f o t - t ; ,  Basr and Lloyd. 
James religious attitudes being known, as a gesture to the t ime3 perhaps, 
these gentlemen - all zrotes-twt- admitted som Catholics as Freemen of 
Waterford in July 1686, including He-my Xeating, Paul Sherlock, James Lynch, 
John Donoglrue, amd Martin Welch. ?Tone of the new Freemen , however, appears t o  
have been elected t o  the Comon Comcltl, wbich effectively conducted the 
Corporation's -airs 

Over the next two yews the E a r l  of Tymonnell ,   an&' Lord Deputy in 
England , began to replace such assemblies w i t h  Catholics. I n  IiIwcb 1688 the old 
Watorford Corporation wcs formally dissolved. In the new Corporation the Ellayor 
w a a  Richard Eiitagerz'ld nnd t h o  mnjority of the f o r t y  eight aembers were Catholics. 
The records of this Corporation unfortunately m e  missing. 

A f t e r  the glorious Revolution i n  which Jwes  wcs deposed m d  r e p l a d ' b y  
U a  son-in-law, Willim of O~ange, Tyrcann~ll began t o  expand the arny in 
Treland t o  help his  mother regain his %hone. One of the masy new regLnents of 
foo t  was r a i s ed  by Elichard Power,Eml of 'Pyrone, and appears to have been 
largely a W~tf?rford unit. In 3.689 5% w a s  b i l l e t e d  i n  the county and consisted 
then of about 4-00 men, A 1;-~lt of offiaers, prcrbaldy f m m  16W, reveals the 
local chtwcictor of the ro,@neent. The Lieutamat Colonel wns Thorns Nwnt  tad the 
M~yor,Ricimrd Iteagle. Willim Wdsh was C b p l a L n  and the surgeonra; name was 
Comerford, The Cnptc ins  were Jmes ilagrath, Edamd Butler,Jossph Coaerford, 
Valentine Vdaleh, Jmes P~wer  ,Frcncis Gmice, Lord C~tstleconnel, John 3 p e ,  
Lord Cahir ,  Piers VlaLsh, Dominick Fexri ter ,  Andrew-Rice,Hugh McNamara, Edmond 
Pitzgerdd, Nichalca S tdf ord ' ond Joseph Neogle . The Xeutenmts were - 
John Power, Richard Pitzgernld,  a second John Power,Jnmes Bryan,l;ewis &YM, 
T h ~ m s  ESug&nt,Theobnld Throgmorton,John WinsLon,Jerico Preston,Andrew Bice,John 
Madden, Nicholm Bwphy,Edmund PitzgercAd, John R o ~ , ~ c h c L e l  Mwphy,Phomc~

In 1689 Hirig James hintself arrived i n  Ireland and duly szunimned a 
Parliament. The new bnlrsnce of power in Ireland ensured tha t  this was a largely- 
but not exclusively- C~thoXic  body. Richard Power, Earl of Tyrone, took his 
seat in the Hawe o f  ksds. County Waterford wcs represersted in t h ~  Home of 
Commons by J o b  Power md Bfatthew HO&; the City by  oh Porter and Nicholna 
Pltegercld ; ,and Dung- by John Pirore and W t i n  Hore. Amo% the A c t s  
passed ms. one t o  establ2sh.a school in W ~ t ~ r f o r d  to teach Idathexace aYrd 
NxvLgction. The ~n work of the Pmlicnent,however, was t o  outlcw ctna 
confiscrte the property of all Proiestcnts who were m i d  t o  aupport William. 
Nearly 2, SQO were aut$cwed in this w q ,  a o n g f l t  vham were  the folJowing with 
Wat6rford addresses :

I n  t h i s  l i s t ,  John Powerls  p o s i t i o n  was D c r t i c u l a r l y  i n t e r e s t i n g  as he was 
Tyroncls  son and he i r .  However, i t  was n o t  unusu~l f o r  Irbh f i n i l i e s  t o  ' keep  
c. f o o t  i n  both camps'' i n  t h i s  w2y, so t h c t  no n z t t c r  what the autcor-le the land  
would r e m i n  in t h e  f m i l y ,  c p o l i c y  t h z t  wcs t o  prove extreolely succes s fu l  i n  
t he  ccae of t h e  Yo!:!ers. 

Events  t hen  fol lowed t h e  p z t t e r n  w e l l  kxovm t o  cvcry studant of h i s t o r y ;  
t h e  S i ege  of Derry, t h e  a r r iva l  first o f  Schonberg , t hen  of W i l l i a m ,  and t he  
B c t t l e  of t he  Boyne. One i n t e r e s t i n g  s i d e l i g h t  o f  t h e  Sio@ of Derry was the  
csczpadu of t he  faqous  I7Roche the Swimer'l who s w a n  t h r e e  ni lo s  up  tho  Foylc t o  
give tho c i t i z e n s  of IIe6ry t h e  news t h a t  K i r k e l s  r e l i e f  s h i p s  were a t  hand. 
For th i s  dedd he was avarded t h e  Elaterford e s t c t e  of Jane8 E w r a s d  2nd f e r r y  
kighta, i nc lud ing  t h a t  ac ros s  t he  S u i r  n t  Ticterford. (This  pctent was l n t e r  t o  
C ~ U B E  cmdl~ss c o r n p l i c ~ t i o n s  whcn t h e  t i n e  c a e  t o  br idge  t h ~  SuiY.  Evcntuc l ly  
iil 1907 Vater ford  Corpor r t i on  hcd t o  buy o u t  t hese  f e r r y  rights f o r  a m e s i v e  
~63,000 .) . 

A f t e r  t h e  Boyne James f l e d  t o  Wotcrford accorqanicd by t'n? r L ~ o r t ~ . l l y  wounded 
S i r  ?Tiel O'Neil l ,  whose tomb i s  s t i l l  v i s i b l e  i n  t h e  French Church. J m e s  then  
went on t o  Duncaim~n. A smll French t r a d i n g  s h i p  a t  Passage c rossed  f o r  him 
m d  took h i n  -to K insz l c  and thence he w m  t zken  back t o  F r m c e  by s h i p s  o f  t h e  
French Nmy. H i s  zrny noved west o f  t h e  Shcnnon and Willim begm"c1eaning upii 
arec.s of J zcob i t5  synpcthy. By 21s t  J u l y  he lms ct C s r r i c k  on S u i r  o.nd hzd 
despctched nn zdvznce p x t y  o-i" cc.vslry t o  Wcterf'ord, 

!!ithSn t h e  vrc-11s the J m o b i t c  Corpora t ion  wos still  i n  being and L iluuber 
6' o f  p o d n e n t  Jcco 'oi te  l e z d c r s  hcd tLaken re,.wge there. Auongst t h e n  were 

Bruno Talbot ,  Chmcellor  of the Exchequer ,Sir  P c t r i c k  T r m t ,  one of  t h e  Revenue 
CormLssioners, and t h e  Eng l i sh  Jacobi te ,Lord  Dovar. The w a l l s  thense lved  had 
been s t rengthened  and the  surrounding count rys idc  d u v ~ s t ~ ~ t e d .  The g r r r i s o n  
cons i s t ed  of about 1 ,500 i i i f ~ n t r y  who were no t  p z r t i c u l s r l y  we11 equipped m d  
t h e i r  z s t i l l e r y  s t r e n g t h  was 17 guns i n  doub t fu l  condi t ion .  These defences 
s e e n  t o  have bezn under t h e  conncnd of Richcrd. Ilemosay and Lord Tyrone, 
a l though one rccou.nt n m t i o n s  c. Colonel  Kava-cgh end t Coloncl W r e t t .  Morsle 
however, n e s  low. T r a n t  md Tclbot  were nl recdy  i n  correspondence ~ t h  t h e  
' J i l l i m i t e s ,  m d  Lord Tyrone znd Lord Dover were only  prevented from t zk ing  
thc  sane coursu by some of t h e  o f f i c c r s  of  t h e  gz r r i son .  

Hence when t h e  W i l l i m i t e  c x c l r y  under Col .Cmbon cpprorched tiic C i ty ,  
Hemessy  proved w i l l i n g  t o  c+er i n t o  nego t i a t i ons .  A t r u n p e t e r  mmed 
Stonwich was cllowcd i n t o  the  c i t y  to  o f f e r  s e c u r i t y  of l i f e  t o  a l l  ~ n d  stzfe 
pcssage t o  M ~ l l o w  f o r  tlzc g c r r i s o n  and Cc tho l i c  c l e rgy .  They were given three 
days t o  dec ide  whether t o  accep t  t h i s  o f f e r ,  bu t  t o  he lp  then  m k c  up t h e i r  
n inds ,  Willim s e n t  5 rcginents of f o a t  s o l d i e r s , s o n e  horse and 1 4  guns under 
General  Kirke towwds Waterford. On t h e  f o u r t h  dcy t h e  gwr5son accepted t h e  
t e r n s  an2 ncrched out .  d i l l i a  h i a s e l f  caae t o  view h i s  l a t e s t  n c q u i s i t i o n  -thzt 
d q  (25tll  June 1690) but  d i d  n o t  e r ~ t u r  tho c i t y .  He  e rve  o r d c r s  t h z t  t h e  
c i t l z e n s  were no t  t o  be d is turbed  ia t h e i r  persons o r  i n  t h e i r  goods but  took 
z tilouscnd tons  of French f l o u r  that wc.s s torvd  ii t h e  c i t y .  



For the rest of t he  8f.z;~ l r : / z t e r f ~ r ~ ~ a  to be a n t j o r  par t  o f  entry for 
Willicrfite supplies. firs% however it wcs n e c e s s q  t o  secure Duncclnnon Por t  
which with i ts  42 guns wcs c, forpjdcble obstccle cormmding the hrs3our. Xirke 
offered C&pt. Burke, i t s  commding offfcer, the sane t e r m  as b7cterSord htxi 
kccepted, but Bur@ csked f o r  6 day8 to consult with Tyrcomell before 
.ccceptjag. Y L t b  the zppecrmce o f  16 f r i g c t e s  i n  the hzrbour under S i r  
Claudsley Shoyel he cplokly capitulated, however, and the ~ , ' i i l l i ~ t e s ' g a v e  
h i s  f au i ly  t r . ampor t  by ser. t o  Klnscle. Bzu:kels m r i a o n  nmchcd ou t  t o  join 
t he  rest of  the J~ccbite.nmy, Shovel crlso intercepted three Wench shipa that 
were outwmd bound fron !.laterford and ccptured m then a11 the valucblea which,  
were being sent out by the citizens for snfe keeping. Mewwhile c bnt ta l ion 
of  Yiillimito t roops  p c r i s o m d  the city and the 1688 Protes'tmt.Corporation 
was reatorcd,  ffcvid LloyG reswing his Ikyorzlty. Thct August they pent a 
p s t i t b n  of gratitude to K i n g  'dillim f o r  his "clenency and tenderness t o  then'' 
despi te  being nso highly provoked of h ia  enenlea", 

Williw was ct thLa stage engaged i n  the siege o f  iibmrick which he 
c b d o n e d  on 27th Augiust, Be sen* h i s  m y  i n t o  Binter qucsters csld set out 
hiaself t o  re-kun to Exlcnd v ia  Prsterford. Hts Secretmy of  Stzte ,  S i r  
Robert Southwell, describes h s  proges s ;  ''On the first of Septenbcr h i s  
Mc.jeaty ccue f r o n  C m i c k  to Titterford znd ha3 a fair view of t h a t  city. me '

A fresh ' J i l l i c s A ~ e  m ~ y  'ilar,nwhile arrived in  I re lmd,  under t he  cozp~tyld of 
the fmous Duke of E r l b ~ ~ o t & i  and comenced r siege o f  Cork which surrendered 
on 29th Septeuber. huongst the gwrison or" 5,000 seen t o  hcvc k e n  nost of  the 
forr ler  g a r r i s o n  of  Vatcrfcrd, &c.l;~ding the  E d  of Tyrone's regkenti, The Em1 
was s m t  to the lower 01 Lond3n where bc died soon nftemwds. Bennessy - who 
hcd surrendered Wcterfor2. wzo killed when the  n a n - o f - w z  on which he was being 
held prisonsr blew up in Cork Hrxbour, &kny of tho ordinmy prisonera 
subsequently d i e d  of s - i ; m t i o n  m d  diaecse. K i n s ~ l e  ~ 1 8 0  f e l l  t o  Marlborough 
before' he returned t o  Engl~nd,

m y  wcs bi l le ted  in the Iicterford =era. The trcops,  under the nuke of 
Wurtet~bug, hcd been %?ascc!'' to Oi1112n by the King of  D c n m k  m d  were in 
m-rcars of pty. They ewn-.pd on ,? crilycign of pe t t y  plunder i n  town mil 
country, threctening thd k f e  of  the Mc.yor of Clonnel who ha3 protested,  m d  
swemLng they would  rmsmk Wc.terford. The cltruoil Corpoxction voted rn 
Esavcnce of El44 t o  thr! Duke  of Vurtsuburg "for the present needs o f  his nenT'. 
The Duke! s Ad jutznt Genertl comentcd thc.t Mcterford WLS "c fine Z i t t l o  c i ty  
with a good harbour1q. 

Vith the  3; r r iv~l  02 spring i n  2691 the Danes  depzrtad t o  r e m e  the 
cmpzign, Athlone w a s  c q ~ k m c d ,  the J m o b i t e s  boc;ten a t  A w i u ,  Gclwzy 
surrendared , z k d  f inzl ly  c, Lrecty wcs uade with the Jccobi te  m y  ct Linorick. 
M e a w h i l e  V i l l i a ' a  c o u r t s  ware b m y  n t t z h t i n g  tke lec-ding Jccob i tos .  About 
50 Vcterfoxd Jccobi tca  were outl_c.vred in thgs w ~ y  hnd t h e i r  lands declmed 
fo r fe i t .  However -:he f u 2  ef2i'cci; of t h i s  procedure wcs uodified by t h e - t e r m  
of the Tre~ty of I ; imrick,  flhich providcC t h z t  those Jscobi tes  who were still 
in m s  at the tine it w c s  signal, or  who ware under their protection,  should 
be pcsdoned prov5dei: %hey did not fo l lc jw Szrs f ie ld  t o  Ezncc. Anongst those t o  
benefit fro3 t h i s  rzrrcngcucnt were the followin& Wcterford =en, cll of whoa 
received pzrdons :-.

Spec ia l  pardons were a l s o  p a n t e d  t o  Natthew Hore of Shandon and Wicholas 
P i t zge ra ld  of Vaterford.  A l a t e r  pa tent  (1693) a l s o  pardoned a l l  c i t i z e n s  
of  V!aterford who were vrithin t h e  walls nhen t h e  c i t y  surrendered. The outlawry 
of the  dead C a r l  of Tyrone was reversed which f a c i l i t a t e d  the  access ion  of his 
Will iami te  sol?- and h e i r  t o  t h e  t i t l e .  Thls John P o m r  d ied ,  however i n  1693 
and t h e  d i f f i c u l t y  of h i s  bro ther  and next  h e i r  James, being a J a c o b i t e  was over- 
come by the  d e c l a r a t i o n  t h a t  hc had been forced  by h i s  f a t h e r  t o  remain i n  
Waterford dur ing  t h e  s i e g e  and had always behaved "with g r e a t  tenderness and 
a f f e c t i o n  towards t h e  E r o t e s t a t s " .  !Yheil he i n  t u r n  died i f l  1703 l eav ing  only 
a young d a q h t e r ,  Catherine,  h i s  cousin John Poner of IIoneylargy - a J a c o b i t e  
e x i l e  - claimed t h e  t i t l e ,  d e s p i t e  being outlewed. He produced c e r t i f i c a t e s  t o  
show t h a t  a s  Mayor of LunerFck duxing thc  s i e g c  of t i a t  c i t y  he h2.d been 
conspicuous f o r  h i s  k ind ly  t reatment  of  Protealants,  The ploy d id  not work, 
however, and the  t i t l e  even tua l ly  cme t o  Catherine1 s husband, Ilarcus Berebford - 
t h e  descendant of an  U l s t e r  p l a n t e r  - whoae sen i n  turn was c rea ted  fir& Marquis 
of Waterf ord . 
Nany J a c o b i t e s ,  however s taked t h e i r  f u t u r e  on foAlociii1g thei i-  l e a d e r s  t o  France. 
Among them were the  fol lowing VlaterZord men who were subsequently ind ic t ed  a d  
outlawed f o r  t r eason  c o m i t t e d  I f  beyond the ."1e6aT1:-

John Power of  Moneylargy ( see  above); John Power of Mohar; John Ronzne of 
Killowen; John Power of Bellyvanin;  John Sherlock of Nothel ; John Power of 
Curragh Sagar t ;  Richard F i t zge ra ld  of T inn i sca r ty ;  Miles Power of Knocklegher; 
David and Thomas Power of Knocklegher; John Fit.egercld of Cloneas; John Pi tz-  
gera ld  of Bood.house; Eicherd Nugcc'; of Cloncoslreran; William Hally of Affane; 
P e t e r  Anthony of Gasronbax;  - Halligrtn of Droaavzlc.; I~Iaurice Voale of Knock- 
l agher ;  Terence Bryan of Comeragh; He.nry Mansfield of Ballymultagh; John 
Murphy of K i l l e a l y ;  Villiarn ~ c ~ i c e ( r ~ ) d  of L i m o r e ;  - R o b r t s  of Ballycargoe;

( a  s i o s )  ; 2nd Thomm Kinglmd (bookse l l e r ) .  

These mere t h e  more s p i r i t e d  of the  4Jatmford Jacobltee who chose e x i l e  m d  t h e  
p o s s i b i l i t y  of cont inuing t h e  nm a g a i n s t  Vl l im r a t h e r  than  t h e  dishonour of 
submission t o  t h e  r u l e  of a man they considered t o  bc a usurper.  I n  most 
in s t ances  t h e i r  i nd iv iduc l  f n t e a  rermin obscm deserve further research .  
Some were c i v i l i a n s ,  but most vere  s o l d i e m  - €ha Lepndmy lrV51d thesett who 
c o l l e c t i v e l y  were t o  renovm f o r  fncmclvoa i n  thc armios of Catholic Europe 
and i n  so doing t o  preserve t h e  honour of Cathol ic  I r e l and  throughout the  eighteentk 
century.

I n  1255 the scz t t e red  me rtdicant comunitie,-,  claiming descent from Sa in t  

:!ugustii?e or" Hippo were uni ted  by papal command and given a d i r ec t i ve  t o  

work aaongst the  poor i n  the  turns of Europe. Thus, by 1320 we f ind 

them i n  e igh t  Norman towns south e a s t  of a l i m  f ro~n  Dubliiz t o  Cork, 

four  of r:iicli- a r e  re levant  here. These are Dungarvm, Cloimines, New Ross, 

and Callan. 

Dungarvan was founded about 1291) by Friars from South Wales. Zven though 

t h e i r  F r ia ry  was outside the wal ls  . t h e i r  mission seem to  have been t o  

the t o m .  The purpose of Clonmincs, however i s  somewhat ocore abscure. 

Its foundation dates from about 1316. Much more is  ?mown about the founda- 

t i on  i n  Ben Ross ,  When the  o rde r  ar r ived there  i n  thc  ea r ly  14 th  c e i l t ~ r y  

i t  was 2 prosperous town, already Iiavinz four  c:?~vches. The Augustinians 

were zivcn c. s i t e  mithir, the walls and ex tc i~s ive  lands outside.  Their 

func ti011 seems t o  have been not  only normal paa to ra l  ~ o r k ,  but providing 

chaplains t o  the  guilds, taking care of the  s lc lc  and acting as missioners 

t o  seamen. Callan, however, was a l a t e r  foundation. By about 14.00 

many houses had become lax and Cal lan  was founded i n  14.67 t o  be 8 centre  

f o r  reform f o r  Augustinian houses i n  IJIunster and Leinster .  It  w a s  d i r e c t l y  

under the con t ro l  of the P r io r  General and one ol" its most important f ea ta res  

w a s  an extensive l i b r a ry .  Only a f e w  ac res  of  lend were at tached t o  i t .  

A t  first these foundations were manned exclusively by F r i a r s  frou England 

and Wales. Apparently as Irishmen joined the Grdcr, personal i ty  clnshes 

took place so that a t  a Synod held in Kilkenny i n  1366 , i t  was decreed t ha t  

no fu r t he r  I r i s h  novices be received i n t o  r c l i g ious  orders. Similar ly ,  

the  problems re-emerged i n  the  case of I r i s h  students who were sent t o  

English U n i v e r s i t i e s  which resu l t ed  i n  a decree issued by the King i n  1333 

banning a l l  Irishmen under penalty of  death from attending.  These clashes 

o f  temperament continue6 t o  t rouble  the monasteries r i g h t  up to  t h e i r  dis-  

I30lutl0i1. 

The second h a l f  of the 16 th  century was one of  considerable confusion amongat 

the re l ig ious  orders .  Wi th  the c o n f i s c a t i o n  of t h e i r  monasteries, the only 

source f o r  r e c r u i t w n t  w a s  amongst I r i s h  s tudents  who hcid gone oversem t o  be 

educated. Thus the Augustinims gained f o r  t h e i r  order such s tudents  from 

l a t e r f o r d  as Richard Wadding m d  Pa t r i ck  Comerford i n  Lisbon; Dermot NIcGrath 



and Richard Strange in Salmanca. A l l  four were .from fami l ies  t h a t  contributed 

rmaydistinguished men t o  the Pmnciscana, Jesuits  cYld Dominicms. 

3y the  eexly 17th .century men such as these were ready t o  return t o  I r e l m d  

t o  organisc the Church. For instance Demot ~ c ~ r h t h  seems t o  hcve spent 

f r o m  1613 to 1623 cover t ly  a t  pas to rc l  work nnd re-orgmisat ion before 

re tu rn ing  t o  Rome. Therc he w a s  appointed Provincial  but on his way back t o  

I re land he w a s  attacked by p i r a t e s  and l o s t  everythix-g including h i s  creden- 

t i n l s .  lie survived, however, but on r c ~ c h i n g  Irelcnci ha3 sonc d i f f i c u l t y  i n  

convincing h i s  colleagues t ha t  his appointment wns genuine. 

Pz t r ick  Comrford too hcd his adventures, including ha~%ng to rescue h i s  

brother from the Moors =id f r e e ing  one hundred slaves.  He wcs mde Bishop 

of Raterford and Limore  i n  1659, the first for 50 years. The taak confront- 

ing  hir, YES eiiormous end hc. c o d i d e s  some of h.is Peelings i n  a s e r i e s  of 

l e t t e r s  to  Luke ;!adding who x t e d  2s intermediwy between himself znd Ror?c.

D r .  Comerford had complained, ''1 don1 t know o f  my p l m c  to blow ay noset1 

( a9s r  t f'rox h i s  brother1 s house) . During the Confederacy Rinuccini stcyed 

here, being a personal friend o f  Conerfordl s. With the Cromwellioil v ic tory 

he w ~ s  forced out of Wrterford and died i n  Nmtes  i n  1652. S t.Catherine s 

P r i m y ,  however, continued t o  function,  hcving 2 Pr io r  m d  Co~muinity up to 

1608 but being finally closed about 1690. 

The other i'ovr P r i z r i e s ,  of  course, r~ufined closed a f t e r  the d i a so lu t i n r~  

cnd throughout t he  17 th  century.

LI3TJTATIONS: There have been, o f  course the obvious lialtationa of tine, - 
research Pacl l i t ies  and rep=.o&uction. These we anticipa.ed but as sources 
were collected snd collated nsv problems beg= to emerge: (I! The ~L2lage 
i t s e l f  could no t  be studied prior t o  about 1840 as it had no official  existence 
up t o  then. ( 2 )  This m e a t  that the study had to ke widened pre-1840 to 
embrace the ad j o b i n g  tamland and aornetimes the whole parish. ( 3 )  Even 
studying the apprcairm-te site of  tae vil lage w a s  di f f icu l t  because the name 
7fKi111 '  could refer to the s i t e  orf a church, o r  be ax: abbreviation of 
Kilbaxqmeadon, Xihose or Kilbeg. I 

Ljwitation (4),however, has been most cr i t i ca l  in terms o f  OUT priimB2y 
aim, above. Vs aasmed Kill t o  be a ''typical" vi l lage  buk now ~impeck t h e  
there is  no such thing and tut this cannot be of.:ered as a s m 2 l e  atudy. 
While it w i l l  have Cromwe'Llian recopds and 19Ch Century hrliainentasy 
investigations (census ret;wns, O.S. Raps  e$c.),. in common with other weaa, 
K i l l  is bath limited and enriched by having movm up around a church md 
schools on the periphery of a grospemus raining area. Different of 
record would be more relevant fo r  a community that developed around a 
medieval monastery o r  castle, a t  the B i t e  o f  a bridge or ford, new a mill as 
other Industry,  as an est~te village, a fishiig villwe, e t c .  ete. Portlaw, 
f o r  imtance,  has a sonemh2-t different range of source material as is 
exenplffied by J!&. Hanniganls p i l o t  reaearchm there ( see pages l6 and 17 
this issue ). 

Pinallg, (5) as thia was not intended as a history of  Kill but an 
exadnetion of readily available sowce8,tzo perusal hzc been made of l o c a l  
newspapers nor of the material i n  the State Faper Office or R e g i s b y  o f  Deeds. 
Likewise, exact references to source material have mt been given as this is 
not an ac&-emic ~ t u d y  but an indicator of sources that might be used for other 
areas.
