1. Part X1 Planning & Development Act, 2000-2007 - Part 8 Planning & Development Regulations 2001-2008,  as amended – Commencement  of the Process.

Dressing Rooms at Williamstown Sports Complex 
A report and drawings of the proposed development had been circulated with the agenda and was introduced by the Director of Planning HR & Culture.

The proposed development comprises of:

Four pairs of soccer dressing rooms, one pair of GAA dressing rooms, two pairs of dressing rooms to serve the astro-turf facility.
Questions were dealt with in respect of the number of dressing rooms, accommodation for home and visiting teams, funding, drainage, the procurement process and local employment, management of the facility and facilities for female sports.

The proposals would now be published and the matter is to revert to Council following the statutory procedures.

	SPC REPORTS


The Chair of Community, Culture, Sports and Recreation SPC gave his report in respect of meeting held on Thursday 8th January 2009.
1. Arts Grants

Details of Contributions to the Arts payments for the last 3 years were circulated. It was agreed that the current application and adjudication process should continue unchanged. 

2. Community and Recreation Grants

Details of Community and Recreation Grants for the last 3 years were circulated. It was agreed not to alter the scheme in 2009. 

3. Arts Development Plan 2009 - 2014

The Arts Development Plan review framework document was circulated, considered and approved. The proposed consultation/adoption schedule was agreed to conclude by end 2009.

4. Sean Dunne Festival – Draft Programme 2009 

The new programme for this year’s Sean Dunne Festival was outlined. The festival takes place from 19th to 21st March, 2009 and details of the programme will be published and advertised by early February 2009.

5. Harvest Food Festival 

A preliminary outline of this festival, including a food market and other food related events, was presented. It is scheduled to take place in September.

6. Miscellaneous

It was agreed that a plaque commemorating “Little Nellie of Holy God” be erected where she lived.

It was noted that a concerted effort is being made to expand the level and perception of festival/arts activities taking place in Waterford during the summer. 

11th Venice International Architecture Biennale – details of the Waterford City Council Central Library part of the Irish entry in this exhibition were circulated. A newly published book “Renewing our Libraries” edited by Mike Dewe, features a chapter on Waterford City Council Central Library.

	
	WATERFORD CRYSTAL


A delegation comprising of Sean Kelly, Noel Atkins and Pat O’Connor representing the Unite Trade Union at Waterford Crystal joined the meeting.

They circulated a report on the current situation and made a presentation to the meeting which outlined the current grave situation facing Waterford Crystal, the future for manufacturing at the Kilbarry plant, the threat to jobs, the dire situation concerning workers pensions and the question of on-going redundancy payments.

The delegation stressed the need for immediate meaningful government support and political pressure in order to save the jobs at Waterford Crystal and for a commitment similar to that given to the banks.  They were adamant that the brand and jobs could be retained in Waterford with pensions secured and all obligations met. 
The delegation called on the Council to intervene at a political level and to seek immediate meetings with Government to press for action as decisions on the future of the company were due to made in the coming week.

Following a prolonged discussion of the matter, all Members expressed their concerns for the future of Waterford Crystal and the potential knock-on effect on other local industries and the tourism industry. They called for retention of jobs in Waterford and the retention of the Waterford City brand.

It was agreed that a meeting of the Party Whips and CPG would meet the following day and prepare an immediate course of action.
